Q Hol76Sty - don't lie. cheat, steal or engage in or permit dishonest or unsportsmanlike

conduct.

Q Reliability-fulfill commitments; Iwill do what Isay Iwill do; be on time.

I:J Loyalty - be loyal to my school and team; put the team above personal glory.

2. Primacy of Educational Goals - be faithful to the educational and character-development missions of

the school and assure thatthese objectives are not compromised to achieve sports performanCe goals;

always place the academic, emotional, physical and moral well being of athlet~ above desireS and

pressures to win.

3. Couf1Se/ing - be candid with student-athletes and their parents about the likelihOOd of getting an

athletic scholarship or playing on a professional level. Counsel them about the requirement of many

colleges preventing recruitment of student-athletes that do I¥>t have a serious commitment to their

education, the ability to succeed academically or the character to represent their institution honorably.
